Purpose of Study: To participate in a cultural exchange with 3 Performing Arts high schools where students will perform together. Participate in performances, workshops, clinics, and performances with local musicians.

Learning Outcomes to be Achieved: 

1. To participate and share in a music and arts experience with Cuban performers of similar ages and skill levels.

2. Perform concerts in a variety of settings, some of which may be held in conjunction with Cuban high schools, universities and community arts ensembles.  These arrangements will be coordinated with the Cuban Ministry of Culture and Education.

3. To discover the instruments and rhythms of Latin and Afro-Cuban percussion and their role in Cuban dance and religious belief systems.

4. To study the cultural and historical background of the Cuban peoples, in particular the contributions of Cuba’s African heritage and its influence on music and the arts.
5. To develop a further understanding of Cuba's apparent lack of racial tension in a society whose population is widely varied in colour and ethnic background (Indigenous, Spanish, African, Chinese, and West Indian).
6. To explore the climates and topography of tropical rainforests, mountain terrain and cave systems with Cuban specialists while observing the lifeways of rural communities in the Caribbean countryside.
